ADMINISTRATION AND OBJECTIVE FUNCTIONS OF THE DEPARTMENT

The Electrical Inspectorate is a statutory body which came into existence in the State
of Karnataka on 1* October 1957 on consequent to formation of Electricity Board. The
Department is functioning under the Administrative control of the Energy Secretariat,
Government of Karnataka and headed by the Chief Electrical Inspector to Government

The Chief Electrical Inspector to Govt. is also the Ex-officio Additional
Secretary to Government of Karnataka (Licensing) Department of Energy, Chairman
Licensing Advisory and Examination Board, Chairman COC Board, Member
Sectional Committee on BIS for Lifts and Escalators, State Inspector of Lifts and
Advisorto Government on Electricity matters.

OBJECTIVES:

The main objectives of FElectrical Inspectorate is to ensure that all electrical
installations in the State of Karnataka are in general conformity with the safety
provisions of CEA (Measures Relating to Safety And Electric Supply) Regulations,
2010, relevant safety codes and standards with a specific intention to ensure that the
installation is electrically safe and to minimize danger to human and animal life in
particular and damage to the property in general. The Department is entrusted with the
responsibility of ensuring the safety aspects in Generation, Transmission, Distribution
and Utilization of electrical power.

This is achieved by proper administration and effective implementation of CEA
(Measures Relating to Safety And Electric Supply) Regulations, 2010, Electricity Act
2003, Karnataka Lifts, Escalators and Passenger Conveyors Act 2012 and Karnataka
Lifts, Escalators and Passenger Conveyors Rules 2015, Karnataka Cinemas
(Regulation) Act 1964 and Karnataka Cinemas(Regulation) Rules 2014, Karnataka
(Licensing of Electrical Contractors, Special wiring permit and grant of certificates
and permits to Electrical Supervisors and Wiremen) Rules 2012 and the Karnataka
Exhibition of Films on Television Screen through Video Cassette Recorder or Laser
Disc (Regulation) Rules,1984.This Department is also entrusted with the supervision,
accounting and collection of electricity consumption tax from different electricity
consumers through Supplier/Licensee as per Karnataka Electricity (Taxation on
Consumption or sale) Act 1959 and Rules framed there under.

FUNCTIONS:

The following are the functions of the Electrical Inspectorate:

1. Scrutiny and Approval of Electrical Installation drawings of Generating
stations of KPCL,IPPs (Hydel, Thermal, Wind, Diesel, Co-Generation, Bio-
mass etc.,) Transmission Lines MUSS of Supplier & Licensees, Distribution
Systems of ESCOMs, EHT, HT, CG/DG/TG sets, MSBs of 15 meters and
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above in height, lifts and escalators, X-ray and Neon sign installations of
consumers, cinema and temporary installations.

2. Initial inspection for verifying safety standards and issue of permission for
commissioning of the above electrical installations. To carry out periodical
inspection of all the above installations and MV installations after certain time
interval.

3. Investigation of electrical accidents and reporting to the Government, with
remedial suggestions to prevent the re-occurrence of the same and to pursue
with the Supplier/licensee to implement the remedial suggestions.

4. Supervision, accounting and collection of electricity consumption tax from
different electricity consumers through Supplier/Licensee and Distribution
companies collecting electrical tax on captive generation.

5. Issue of electrical contract licenses, supervisor permits, special wireman
permits, wiremen permits and renewal of the same after certain interval.
Conducting examinations for electrical supervisors (Industrial and Mining) and
Electrical wiremen.

6. Conducting examinations for issue of cinema operator competency certificates.

ORGANIZATION:

The Chief Electrical Inspector to Government is the Head of the Department and
the Headquarters of the department is situated at No.32/1-2, Crescent Towers, ond
floor, Crescent road, Bangalore-560001.

The Chief Electrical Inspector to Government having jurisdiction
throughout the state of Karnataka, is assisted by Additional Chief Electrical
Inspectors, Deputy Chief Electrical Inspectors, Electrical Inspectors, Deputy
Electrical Inspectors and Assistant Electrical Inspectors, so far as the inspections of
the electrical installations and their safety aspects are concerned.

Electrical Accidents:-

The total number of electrical accidents reported during the year 2014-15 i.e from
1.04.2014 to 31.03.2015 were 1975. Out of which 558 are fatal to human, 289 are non-
fatal to human, and 447 are fatal to animal and 681 fire accidents. All the reported
electrical accidents have been investigated and reports have been finalized suggesting
all remedial measures to the possible extent to prevent such accidents in future.

Electricity tax is being levied on consumption of electrical energy calculated at 6% ad-
valorem charge basis. The monthly statement of tax returns are scrutinized and random
inspection of books of tax account of ESCOMs and other licensees are carried out

Since the initial Budget released will not be in-line with the requirement of the
Department, a financial crisis may arise during the middle of the financial year. This is
in-turn compensated by sanctioning the additional budget required or re-appropriation.
However, if the required budget is released all together in the beginning then,
requisition for additional budget can be avoided. As the Department is a non-plan
department and is not concerned with carrying out any planned programmes or
projects. no project related budgets are sanctioned. So. the complete budget allocated
is for providing salaries to staff and officers, transport expenses and other additional

expenses.
